Michelle’s questions –

As part of MLR's SOW, we are installing TSM EE v7.x on Red Hat Linux. We are then migrating our existing TSM v5.5 DB data on AIX to the Linux server into a DB2 instance. I believe there is a direct migration path to do this.

I need confirmation on the following:

1- We will be able to connect to and use the existing Centera pool once on Linux. (This was an issue prior to TSM v7 for Linux)

2- There will be no impact to the expiration dates as a result of the DB migration from AIX to Linux.

3- No additional Centera storage will be needed for the migration.

Fyi- We have DRP turned on, all apps are set to expire by load and our Centera is in Governance mode.

Options/Issues -

· TSM Migration Utility only works from version 5.X if the OS needs to be changed.

· BAC/ML uses Data Retention Protection (DRP).  This complicates the issue.

· If the database is migrated properly

· Keep Centera IP and DDA (sp?) file

· Retains expiration dates with the same TSM retention.  Hardware enforced.

· New OS uses same info and is in compliance with retention regulations
